· A communication plan will be developed. Guidelines regarding mobile phone compliance will be prepared and distributed to Human Resources for dissemination to business managers. 
· The proposed change will be piloted over a three-month period, analysed and reviewed before a permanent policy is introduced.
· Consideration should be given to any changes to policies required e.g. maternity policy, career break policy and absence management policy
