Applicants with a disability would be required to take any psychometric assessment under this scheme, as commitment within the Psychometric Testing Policy ensures that tests will only be selected where relevant to the role and are therefore deemed an ‘essential’ measure of the role requirements.

Whilst Section 75 categories will not be considered in the application of the random selection method, a monitoring mechanism will be used to ensure that the percentage of applicants with a disability will be at least the same as those randomly selected. Where the percentage randomly selected is below (outside of a reasonable margin) the application percentage, the random selection will be revisited to make a corrective action.
